A great specialist in the Spanish language of the 16th century,
she published important studies on the vocabulary of the Saint
in her works (particularly notable is her work on the texts of
the Life and Way of Perfection, published by the University
of Lille in 1976 and translated into Spanish by the Pontifical
University of Salamanca in 1983).
She published also an introduction to reading the Saint as well
as various translations of Teresian manuscripts. She was a pro-
fessor at the Sorbonne and taught at various universities and
faculties, such as San Vicente Ferrer in Valencia, Spain.
She was the recipient of the Great Cross of Alfonso X the Wise,
which was personally bestowed on her by the then King of i
Spain, Juan Carlos I. May she rest in peace. ,
